ASK FATHER JAMES: 

Marriage: God's original plan 

 

In Mark 10:2-12, when Jesus was asked about divorce, he pointed back to Genesis 1 and 2, pointing out 

that marriage began with God's original designðwhich was destroyed by sin. Jesus came to restore God's 

original plan. That neither polygamy nor divorce was part of Godôs original design but were introduced 

because of their ñhardness of heart.ò 

In Jesusô day, women and children had limited rights. If a man grew tired of his wife, he could divorce her 

in favor of another, and she had little or no recourse. In a patriarchal society where ñpatriarchy was       

operativeò - Jesus insists, God did not create or intend patriarchy but created persons as male and female 

human beings - it is man who shall sever connections with his own patriarchal family and ñthe two shall 

become one flesh.ò In marriage, Man and woman enter into a common human life as equals. When Jesus 

suggests the woman is an equal partner in marriage, there is one fundamental theological implication. 

That is, Godôs original intent was that marriage creates a union in which two people participate and are 

changed, it is a sacred relationship with mutual responsibility. One person cannot just set the other aside. 

That marriage is a covenant. Moses, under pressure succumbed to ñtheir hardness of heart.ò The church, 

like Moses is still under great pressure today to re-define marriage. Do we agree with Jesus or are         

insisting on our ñhardness of heart?ò
