Ask Father James: 

Do Catholics worship statues and images? 
 

No! Catholics do not worship statues and images and neither is their use in our spirituality a violation of God's First             
Commandment in Exodus 20:4-5. It seems that many of our Protestant brethren remain convinced that Catholics bow down to 
images of the saints, especially the Virgin Mary. Praying in front of a crucifix or a statue helps to focus the mind, and prayer, on 
Christ. Sacred statues and sacred images became part of Catholic spirituality shortly after the death of Jesus Christ, when Saint 
Helena (c. 250- 330), mother of the emperor Constantine (306-370) in about AD 326-8 discovered the True Cross of Christ - the 
cross upon which Christ was crucified in Jerusalem. Many sick people were healed when they were placed on the cross or when 
they were touched with relics from this true cross.  
 

Excavations around Jerusalem led to the discovery of other most sacred images like relics of the Holy Face, left there by St.  
Veronica who wiped the face of Jesus with a cloth, and the shroud that wrapped the most beatified body of Our Saviour        
following his death which still today preserves imprinted the image of Christ. Thereafter, Relic collecting gathered from various 
sites with biblical significance then exploded. People sought authentic relics from important and prestigious saints, mainly   
martyrs whose bodies lay tombs around Jerusalem and Constantinople because of their association with Christ's life and     
teachings. As people developed devotions to these images because of reported testimonies, these images became duplicated and 
sent around the world after been touched on a first class relics. This miracle-working images became highly venerated and this 
practice continues till today. 
 

There have been testimonies where God has performed manifest signs and miracles using images and by divine means, people 
have reported apparitions which were later sculpted and were seen at times with the face radiant, at times with tears spilling 
from the eyes, or drops of blood, or they make some movement as if they were alive; or where the wood of the sculpture failed 
to burn, as the fire was seen visibly to withdraw from around [it]; these miraculous images are preserved with great veneration 
because in them is recognized the goodness of God who, through them, has, in an instant, healed the sick, restored the vision to 
the blind and liberated others from various dangers. 
 

One interesting experience was when Michelangelo was asked by Duke Alessandro deô Medici to verify the authenticity of the 
face of the Virgin in the fresco as the product of divine artifice, Duke Alessandro addressed Michelangelo, who had dropped to 
his knees before the image. The Duke repeated his question and Michelangelo finally answered him:  
 

ñIf someone were to say to me, because this is my expertise, that this image was painted by human means, I would say 
that it is a lie: because in truth the skill of a man and his talent could not arrive at the heights of which this is worthy. 
Therefore, I conclude that this divine likeness was miraculously done by God and the Angels without others.ò 
 

There has been miraculous phenomena associated with highly venerated images, either on medals or on statues. Each parish 
church adopts a sacred image for their veneration according to their experience.

40th Annual Nash Lecture: The Feminist Revolution in Religion Wed., 
Feb. 5, 2020 at 7:30 pm at Campion College Auditorium 
As we enter a new decade, religion and social politics are deeply intertwined

nist revolution seeks creative ways to highlight voices often silenced, raise 
awareness of intersectionality, and shift the larger conversation while pro-
moting forward thinking transformation.
